Canoeing and kayaking

Harriman Reservoir
South on Route100 from the Lodge to Wilmington straight for another five miles turn right from Castle Hill (marked “Boat Launch”) and follow the signs on a dirt road. Swimming and sailing also at Harriman Reservoir.


Somerset Reservoir
South on Route100 from the Lodge to Wilmington right on Route 9 about six miles to sign. This is just before Route 8.


Battenkill River
Put in at U.S. Route 7 outside Arlington or at River Road south of Manchester. Take out inside New York state line at State Line Park on Route 313. This stretch has a few nice rapids and is for novice-intermediates. Best with high water.


Hoosic River
Put in at Route 346 in West Pownal and take out at Route 7 in Hoosic Falls, NY or at Eagle Bridge, NY. This river parallels NY Route 22 and is for novices.


West River, Jamaica
The west is runnable only after a spring thaw or rainstorm or during scheduled releases from Ball Mt. Dam in late April and September. Call Jamaica State Park @ 802 874 4600 for water levels and dam release dates. The run from Ball Mountain Dam to the park is 2 1/2 miles long and is Class 3. From the park to Route 100 is 3 1/2 miles long and is Class
