Hiking

Hiking is best from July to the first two weeks in October. Try to avoid June because the bugs are a nuisance. Topographical maps are available at the drugstore in Wilmington. Information is also available at the Chamber of Commerce in Bennington, Manchester, Brattleboro and Wilmington. Trail maps are available at the General Store in Wardsboro.


Stratton Pond

North from the Lodge on Rt. 100 to West Wardsboro and left at the ‘To Stratton” sign. This road changes to a dirt road and crosses the Appalachian Trail. You can hike north to Stratton Pond (3 1/2 miles one way). The trail is for novices. Shelters for camping are available.

Somerset Reservoir North End
Same directions as for Stratton Pond but turn left at the Boy Scout Grout Pond Road. Park by the first house and follow jeep trail to reservoir. It about two miles.


Congdon Camp
Go south on Rt. 100 from the Lodge to Wilmington, then right on Rt. 9 to Bennington, then Burgess Road south til you can drive no further. Hike on this road until the first right then hike to the Long Trail. Take the Long Trail south about 3-4 miles to Congdon Camp. This is for intermediates.

Lye Brook Wilderness

Go to Green Mountain Park Service Center on U.S. 7 in Manchester (next to the bank) for information and a permit. This is for intermediates (3-4 miles). Suggest purchase of a Long Trail Book.
