Introductory to the Lodge


The beautiful Green Mountains of Southern Vermont is where Buck Ridge Ski Club chose to have a lodge for the expediency of its members. The Lodge was purchased in 1959 and has been turned into a charming and comfortable summer/winter retreat by members freely giving of their time and/or money for the year-round benefit of members.

The fees paid by members and guests are used for overhead and upkeep of the Lodge. Through their continuing efforts, the Lodge and furnishing have been steadily maintained and improved.

The Lodge is 350 miles from Philadelphia. This distance poses some difficulties in operation and maintenance. However, by following the instructions and suggestions in this booklet, your stay should be pleasant and the Lodge maintained.

Location

The Lodge is located twelve miles north of Wilmington, VT on Rt. 100 one and eight - tenths miles above Mt. Snow’s northern most access road. (Second yellow blinking light.) After you pass this you will see a commercial lodge sign on your left for Triple Tree Lodge. From there it is only one-quarter mile to the Lodge, which is on the right side. There is a sign outside that reads “Buck Ridge Ski Club’s Woodbridge Lodge.” (If you reach the summit of the hill and start down you have passed the Lodge.)

Description

The Lodge is a single white building set back from the road with a stairway leading from the front parking area. It is equipped with a ski room, three toilets, two showers, two fully equipped kitchens plus living and sleeping space for twenty-three people. And, of course, it has winter heating but no air conditioning or TVs and only a large radio for weather reports.

The large living room has a fireplace and is adjacent to two dining areas and two bunkrooms with six bunks each. Opposite the living room is a wall with individual storage bins for each person to keep miscellaneous items such as ski boots, gloves, goggles, etc. In addition, there is a dormitory upstairs that sleeps eleven.

The ski room is unheated and is used to store skis, tune skis and put on and remove ski boots (no ski boots in the Lodge please).

The wood shed is used to store wood and kindling for the fireplace as well as an ax, garden tools, trashcans, barbeque grill and a ladder hangs over the doors on the inside.
