Lodge guiding principles

Over the years member who use and maintain the lodge have found a few guiding principles can increase the overall enjoyment of the lodge and simplify maintenance. 

Ski boots
Wearing ski boots in the lodge is not allowed. Put on and remove ski boots in the ski room. (The Lodge has storage bins with provision for boot warmers.)

Smoking
Smoking is not allowed inside the lodge at any time.

Drugs
Illegal drug usage including the abuse of otherwise legal drugs will not be tolerated on Buck Ridge Ski Club property or at or on any Club activity.

Pets
Pets are not allowed inside the lodge at any time.
(Pet boarding is available in the vicinity.)

Televisions
Televisions are not allowed inside the lodge at any time.

Alcohol
Alcohol is tolerated in moderation.

Firearms
Discharging of firearms on the property is discouraged.
Discharging of firearms in the lodge is prohibited.

Trip leaders
When taking part in any club-organized trips to the Lodge, it is the responsibility of the trip leader to make all the arrangements and to follow the instructions and suggestions in this handbook.

Fireplace

The telephone was installed for the convenience of all members. There have been occasions when an important message was difficult to get to someone staying at the lodge. Do not tie up the phone for long periods of time. The phone was not installed for Internet surfing. Taking a minute to download a few emails is okay. Bottom Line don’t spend more then a few minutes at a time on the phone. It could be your important call from home that can’t get through.


Mousetraps 
The sensitivities of some members are offended when confronted by dead or squirming, dying mice found in traps. If you must hunt mice only set traps you will personally monitor and attend.

Parking
Be considerate of others when parking. Move vehicle from loading area as soon as possible.

Trash 
A trash compactor is located in the upper kitchen. Common sense should govern its use. You should find it empty with a new bag installed if you are opening the lodge. Coordinate with other members during your stay and dispose of full compacted bags off property and in a responsible manor. Check bulletin board for procedure to use the Stratton town trash and recycle center. When closing the lodge install a new empty bag and take compacted bag with you.

Stuff.

Over the years the lodge accumulated “stuff” as members and their guests left items they felt would be useful to others behind. This practice, however well meaning, generally becomes a problem for others or the lodge itself. Unless someone remaining at the lodge when you leave is willing to takeover the responsibly for what you want to leave behind, the policy is - anything you bring into the lodge leaves when you do.
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
