Safety Plans and Equipment

If an emergency should arise Do Not Panic. No running pushing or unnecessary screaming, walk to the nearest exit, assist others if required, including but not limited to, small children and the elderly.

If this should go off, it is an indication that CO levels are getting high. Do not panic. There may still be time to act if you haven’t lost consciousness. First, alert or awaken your fellow adventurers. Assist others if required, including but not limited to, small children and the elderly to exit the building. Leave windows and doors open to ventilate the Lodge. Assemble in the upper parking lot and take a head count, No one should leave until this is done. Next, wait for the alarm to silence. Note: Be aware of car exhaust fumes that may enter the Lodge if a vehicle is running in the upper parking lot, and the main Lodge doors or windows are left open and there is a breeze from the north (prevailing).

If you can, without endangering yourself or others, try to determine the cause of the alarm and take appropriate action.

There should be an emergency shutoff valve on or near the propane tank

If the fireplace chimney has reversed draft due to an atmospheric anomaly wait for the fire to burn itself out.

If you find some portion of the lodge alight beyond the capability of our fire extinguishers it may very well be appropriate to alert the local fire fighters by calling 911

Review these instructions prior to any emergency. 

Side Door Exit


Lower dining room (keep clear of ice/snow in winter for use as and emergency exit)

Main Entrance Door


Keep locked at night for security and safety. If persons unknown to you without keys claming to be members come at late hours, they should be challenged. Remember a member must accompany guests.

Snow Plow (contractor)

Upper and lower parking lots. Please cooperate with the contractor to move vehicles, etc. especially during periods of heavy snow accumulation. Keep upper parking lot clear at entrance of the lodge near the woodshed. During or after a winter storm this is often the only exit. Be aware of ditches on the edges of the parking areas and drives.

Portable Fire Extinguishers

Fire extinguishers have been strategically placed around the lodge. They are not above the reach of children as recommended by the NFPA. The expectation of the club is that children at the lodge will be property instructed in there use. Fire extinguishers are best used when a fire is contained in a small area, like a wastebasket, and when the fire department has already been called. The NFPA says to remember the word PASS when operating an extinguisher:

· Pull the pin. Release the lock with the nozzle pointing away from you. 

· Aim low. Point the extinguisher at the base of the fire. 

· Squeeze the lever slowly and evenly. 

· Sweep the nozzle from side to side. 

The best time to learn how to use the fire extinguisher is now, before you ever need it. Fire extinguishers have gauges on them indicating when they need to be replaced and should be checked regularly to make sure they are still functional.

If you're ever in doubt about whether to use an extinguisher on a fire, don't try it. Instead, leave the lodge immediately and call the fire department.

Remember! An extinguisher is NO substitute for the Fire Department. Always be sure the Fire Department inspects the fire site, even if you think you've put it out.

Teach children the facts about fire

Unfortunately, many kids will try to hide from a fire, often in a closet, under a bed, or in a corner. But if taught basic fire facts, they'd be better able to protect themselves. Teach your child that fires spread quickly, that most fire-related deaths are not from burns but from smoke inhalation, and that dangerous fumes can overcome a person in just a few minutes.

Kids should learn to:

· cover their mouths and noses with a moist towel or an article of clothing to keep out dangerous fumes while evacuating 

· crawl under the smoke to safety, staying as low to the ground as possible (smoke always rises) 

· touch any door (not the doorknob) to see if it is hot, and if it is, not to open it — find another exit 

· locate the nearest stairway marked "Fire Exit" if they live in an apartment building, or a fire escape if the stairway isn't accessible — kids should know to always avoid elevators during a fire 

· never stop to take personal belongings or pets or to make a phone call (even to 911) while evacuating 

· never go back into a burning building once safely outside 

· stop, drop, and roll to extinguish flames if an article of clothing catches on fire 

Kids should also always be dressed for bed in flame-retardant sleepwear.

Practice fire drills at the lodge

Kids have fire drills at school and adults have them at work. Why shouldn't you have them at the lodge, too? Fires are frightening and can cause panic. By rehearsing different scenarios, members using the lodge will be less likely to waste precious time trying to figure out what to do. Discuss and rehearse the escape routes you've planned for each room of the lodge. Always plan two escape routes from any area incase one should be blocked by the fire. Designate a meeting place outside the lodge that is a safe distance away (the upper parking area would be a good choice) where everyone can be accounted for after they escape.
